Scholarships:

The students are informed about the scholarships from time to time on receiving the information
from the government. Any stipend/financial benefit may be withdrawn as per the instructions of
the Government.

2. The Scholarships by Punjab Education Department: These are awarded by the Punjab
Government on the basis of merit.

3. National Scholarships: These are awarded by the Central Government on the basis of merit.
4. Scholarships for Scheduled Castes and Backward Classes: These are provided by Punjab Govt.
5. National Talent Scholarship: These are awarded to students on the basis of test.

6. Scholarship and grant for books for the children of political victims.

7. Facilities provided to the students of Scheduled Castes, Backward Classes, De-notified Castes

and Low Income Group categories.




Post Matric Scholarship Scheme of the Govt of India:-

The scholarships under this scheme will be sanctioned to those students of Scheduled Castes
who are permanent residents of Punjab and are pursuing education at Bt
Matric/Secondary/College level in any part of India. The annual income of their family from all
sources should not exceed Rs.2, 50,000/-.

Urgent Note:

(a) The applications for scholarship related to Scheduled Caste under the Post Matric Scholarship
Scheme of Govt of India should be filled online within one week of admission o the college on
the ASHIRWAD portal operated by the Government of Punjab. A hard copy of this online filled
application along with all the required documents must be submitted to the college office. The
college office will forward the student's scholarship application to the higher authorities only if
the student submits the hard copy of the application sent on the online portal along with the
required documents to the college office by the specified date. In case of not following this
direction,the student himself will be responsible for not receiving scholarship or for any delay in
receiving it. If a student avails the benefit of this scholarship at the time of admission but does not
apply online for the scholarship on the said online portal, his scholarship application form is not
considered by the department of ‘The Directorate of SC BC &Minorities Welfare Punjab-
Chandigarh’. In such a case the student will have to deposit the fees and funds waived at the time
of his admission in the college.

(b) Minority Scholarship Scheme of the Govt of India:-

The applications for scholarship by students belonging fo minority (Sikh, Muslim, Christian,
Buddhist and Jain) communities under the Minority Scholarship Scheme of the Government of
India shall be submitted online within one week of admission to the college on the National
Portal operated by the Government of Punjab. The student must submit a hard copy of the online
filled application along with the required documents to the college office. The college office will
forward the student's scholarship application to the higher authorities only if the student has
submitted the hard copy of the application sent on the online portal along with the required
documents to the college office by the specified date. If this is not followed, the student will be
responsible for not receiving the scholarship or receiving it late.

(c) A student can avail benefit under only one scheme i.e. either under Post-Matric Scholarship
Scheme or under Minority Welfare Scheme.

(d)The students who take admission in the college, fill the application form for scholarships
through the online portal and submit the hard copy in the office but thereafter get admission in




some other institution, it is mandatory for them to give a written intimation to the college office
and submit a request in writing for cancellation of previously sent application for scholarship.
Legal action will be taken against students claiming scholarships from two or more institutions.
[n such cases, the fees/funds etc. sent by the college to the government or the university on behalf
of the student will be recovered from the student.

(h) State Backward Classes Welfare Scheme:

The students belonging to the backward classes, who are permanent residents of the state of
Punjab, are sanctioned welfare funds under this scheme, provided their annual family income

does not exceed one lakh rupees.
(a) Special grant to girls belonging to Scheduled Castes:

Girls belonging to Scheduled Castes, whose parents/guardians are permanent residents of Punjab
State, are given a special grant.

(b) After filling the scholarship form online, the following documents with hard copy must be
submitted in the office:

1. (a) Name of Bank and IFSC code as mentioned in Scholarship form.

(b) Online bank account number of the student

(c) Photocopy of Aadhaar Card of the student.

(Under this scheme the stipends paid to the students in their online bank accounts
Therefore, the student's account must be active and the account details must be correct

Students will be responsible for non-payment due to incorrect information regarding bank

account.

2. (a) Sc. For students who want to avail fee waiver, income proofs only “Income

Certificate" will be accepted, Affidavit will not be accepted. If the father of a student is in
Government service there income certificate/ pension certificate must be attested by their DDO.

(b) Income certificate for BC students as a proof of income not exceeding one lakh rupees.
(c) Self-declaration about income not exceeding two lakh rupees for minority communities.
* Attested photo copy of caste certificate.

*Attested photo copy of Detail Marks Card of the class passed in the previous year.

*One passport size photograph.

8. Concessions for children of officers/personnel killed in military action:-

The children of military, paramilitary officers/personnel who were killed or disabled during Indo-
Pak, Indo-China wars or IPKF operations in Sri Lanka will get the following concessions:

a) Waiver of hostel charges.

B) Expenditure on books and stationery.

Note- Only those students who are fully loyal to the college discipline will be entitled to the
above facilities.

9. As per the Govt Letter number HED-EDUIOMISC/63/2021/643 dated 18.7.2021, free
education upto graduation level will be provided to the children who have become orphans or
who have lost the bread-winner of the family during the epidemic of Covid-19. To avail this
benefit It is mandatory to show to college the required certificate issued by the government.
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
